Reflective Roof Paint Repels the Heat

On bright days, the rooftop of the
Anaheim Hilton is so blindingly
white that it looks like a mirror
positioned directly at the sun. That
dazzling glare might just be the
greenest thing to happen to the top
of a building since solar panels.

The white coating deflects nearly
85% of the heat that hits it, reducing
the surface temperature by as much
as 50 degrees. That means less en-
ergy is needed to cool the hotel's
interior, cutting airconditioning

costs and carbon emissions.

This is no ordinary coat of paint.
Designed by an 8¢earold former
military scientist from the Inland
Empire, the tinted topcoat is filled

with tiny hollow glass balls that

deflect heat, layered over a water-
proof undercoat made of recycled
rubber.
