The Look of LEED -Platinum

The U.S. Green Building Council's
new headquarters in Washington,
D.C., Citi's new data center in
Frankfurt, Germany, and now the
new data center for the education
services company ACT offer striking
images of what it takes to achieve
the highest LEED rating for a green
building.

Having outgrown its old digs, the
USGBC took the opportunity to
craft its new headquarters to meet
the design standards of LEED 2009

and was the first project to be certi-
fied under the updated USGBC
rating system.

The 75,000squarefoot office that
occupies two stories of 2101 L. St.,
NW, in Washington, D.C., attained
94 points of the 110 points possible
in the Leadership for Energy and
Environmental Design rating system.
The threshold for Platinum certifica-
tion is 80 points.

LEED Projects Grow Rapidly Outside the U.S.

LEED standards are being adopted
at a rapid rate outside of America's
borders.

The U.S. Green Building Council
announced on Tuesday (Aug. 11)
that international projects now
comprise 27 percent of all square
footage registered for LEED qualifi-
cation. The number of registered
projects outside the United States
went from only eight in 2004
(compared to 380 within the United
States the same year) to 1,120 in

were already an additional 835 pro-
jects registered for LEED certifica-
tion.

This growth can partly be credited
to multinational corporations that
have gained an interest in LEED
through domestic projects, which
they then decided to extend outside
the United States.

There are currently LEED projects
in 114 of the world's 195 nations.
