Ed McMahon is a nationally renowned authority on sustainable development, land conservation and urban design. He is an attorney, community planner, lecturer, author, and formerly the vice president and director of land use programs at The Conservation Fund. At the Conservation Fund, McMahon worked to improve both land conservation and land development practices through programs that balance economic and environmental goals. His latest books are Land Conservation Finance and Better Models for Commercial Development. He has organized successful efforts to acquire and protect urban parkland, wilderness areas and other conservation properties, and he has made numerous presentations on the topics of tourism, conservation, land use planning and historic preservation. McMahon is also the co-founder and former president of Scenic America, a national non-profit organization devoted to protecting America’s scenic landscapes.
